Champ Time Fees 
 

Full Time - $60.00 (4-5 days per week) per 

student. 

Part Time - $40.00 (1, 2, or 3 days per week) 
per student. 

We are asking you to commit to full time or 

part time enrollment for billing and staffing 

purposes, we will not allow switching from 

one to another. Also, please note that you 

will be billed regardless of your child’s 

attendance.   

Drop Ins 

There will be a $25 plus a registration fee for 

drop ins. Future drop ins will be $25. 

Registration forms must be filled out and 

signed for all drop ins.  

Registration Fee: A one time, non-

refundable registration fee will be collected 

prior to admission: 

 $60.00 per child 

 $100.00 per family 

Early Release Days – An additional 

$15.00 per child per day will be collected at 

time of pick up. Failure to pay at time of pick 

up will result in a $10 processing fee. For 

Drop Ins it will be $25 + $15 early release 

fee and registration fee (if not previously 

paid).
