Expository Writing
‘What is expository writing?

~Expository writing is a type of writing that is used to
explain, describe, give information or inform.

~The writer cannot assume that the readevr or [istener
has prior knowledge or understanding of the topic
that is being discussed.

~Expository writing includes:
*definitions
*cause and effect relationships
*compa’risons and contrasts
*illustrations and examples



~Organization of an Expository writing:
*Introduction (opening paragraph)
*2-3 ideas that are supported by well-developed details
(a short paragraph for each idea)
*Concluding paragraph

~Use of transitional words such as:
*first, next, then, last, finally

~Examples of Expository writing:
*How-To: Explain how you get ready for school in the
morning.

*Giving Information: 'What is your favorite time of year?

*Cause and Effect: Explain what happens when the fire
alarm goes off at school.



What is F ve Writing?

Persuasive writing is when a writer takes a position on a topic or issue and

is for or against it. The goal is to convince the reader to accept a particular

point of view. It is more than just an opinion. The writer must include facts,
quotes, and examples.
